People on bboyworld were arguing about the battle between skillbratmethods and gamblers fromkorea. skillbratmethods was dancing in teh bboy style and gamblers had the craziest display of dynamic moves. so i had to reply to this one saying:

"Hey Everybody. I took all this time to read all these posts about footwork versus airflares and i usually wouldnt bother posting, but i just wanted to let you know that your all arguing about different things!!!  I understand both sides points. 

First of all, there is a huge difference between a bboy and a breakdancer.  

-A bboy wants to be the best dancer, display his talent to feel the music, and express himself to all other dancers to prove that this is the BEST DANCE IN EXISTENCE. And love what this dance, culture and lifestyle is about.

-A break dancer is different because they do not care to express themselves or be the best dancer. They just want to show that they have the best moves, or tricks, or dynamic move that will captivate the audience like a sports celebrity. There is nothing wrong with feeling this way!

So overall,

-a "BBOY COMPETITION" is judged on who is the better DANCER and who can display their INTERPRETATION of the FOUNDATION (which is to dance on top, bring the dance down to the floor, and use whatever they can incorporate to make this dance look so much better.

-a "BREAK DANCING COMPETITION" is judged on which team or person can do the most incredible display of dynamic movements, but done to the music to make it look nice. But being a good dancer isnt a factor. 

The best thing to do would be to really distinguish what type of a competition is being put on.  Bboying isnt for everyone. I could admit that i was a breakdancer for most of my first 6-7 years. But i was also a house dancer and loved dancing. When i finally realized that bboying is actually a dance, i fell in love with it so much more. My mother was a dancer too, and one day she said to me, "i never realized that what your doing is a dance until i saw your group perform". A breakdancer trying to win a bboy competition is like a figure skater who cant skate, go to the music, but can only do tripple axel jumps! lol. Or perhaps a basketball player who cant shoot, cant play with a team, has no defense, no rebounding ability, cant dribble... but has one hell of a slam dunk and can do a bit of and 1 tricks. 

I would still enter a breakdancing event for fun. Its fun to test out how dynamic my creations might apeall to the crowd. So im not hating on breakdancing, because it is important that bboying and breakdancing can exist together. Because Breakdancing is what captivates new members into our culture. A few of the breakdancers will love the dancing aspect of it and become a true bboy!

My only advice to "BREAKERS" (bboys and breakdancers together), is to really think about how much real "DANCING" means to you. I never practise powermoves because i never  believed i could do them so i only practised Footwork and i wanted to be good at what ever I can do. After a while I created alot of freezes that made me popular at that time. Around one year later, alot of young kids where able to see my moves and take them to a higher level. SO my moves became worthless and i had to face that i am not young anymore. I was born 1979. Young people have stronger bodies and feel less pain, but as you grow up, your going to start feeling pain and the growing level of difficulty in your moves my start slowing down. And new young kids will see your moves and EASILY take them to a higher level. Notice that all the new powermovers are YOUNG!  

So its up to you now to realize what this all means to you. When your moves can be duplicated with ease, are you going to quit knowing that you no longer can be teh best at moves? Or are you gonna continue to learn where breakdancing came from. It came from the bboys in newyork. What i chose was to continue doing what i loved which is BREAKING! I will continue to try to express myself in this dance and learn more and more about it, to understand what makes it so special to me and to so many other breakers around the world. Ill probably quit when i feel taht i can no longer express myself through this dance and when there is nothing left to learn about the culture. That probably wont happen because im constantly growing as a person and will always have new feelings and understandings to express and the one thing about the hiphop culture, is that its about our street culture and our time hasnt come yet, so there is no end to the bboy styles.

Ill always have love for breakdancing, my first love! Hahahaha
